History’s Great Diamonds

The Wittelsbach
Blue - The World’s
Costliest Diamond

eep blue diamonds are among the

D rarest of gems. And although the

blue Hope diamond, now in the

Smithsonian, is more famous, the Wittelsbach

blue which was recently purchased for

$24,311,190 holds the world record as the
most expensive diamond ever sold.

Originally discovered in

India, this historic dark

blue, 35.56 carat, cushion-

shaped diamond has a

recorded history going

back to 1664 when it was

given by King Philip IV of

Spain to his daughter as

part of her bridal treasure when she married

the Emperor Leopold | of Austria.

In 1720 it was bequeathed to the Crown
Prince of Bavaria, whose family name was Wit-
telsbach, and it then became the family dia-
mond of the House of Bavaria. When the
country became a republic in 1931 the Wit-
telsbach blue disappeared briefly. It reap-
peared in 1964 when it was sold to a private
collector. And then last year, it was sold at auc-
tion at Christie’s in London for the highest
price ever paid for a diamond!

Care Tips For Pearls

earls are ancient and classic gems - treasured for centuries

P before diamonds, colored gems, gold and silver were used

for jewelry. And whether your pearls are cultured, freshwater,

South Sea, or Tahitian they all need special care because their lus-
trous and iridescent surface is very porous.

That means pearls should always be worn touching clothing in-
stead of your skin. Pearls can absorb body oils, perspiration, and
cosmetics which can attack and damage the surface. Always apply
hair spray, makeup, and perfume BEFORE putting on pearls. And
after each wearing, wipe your pearls with a soft cloth and store flat
(not hanging) to prevent the cord from stretching.

Pearls should be checked at least once a year to see if restring-
ing is necessary. Bring your pearls in now for a Spring checkup.
